Directors  Maxwell,Stuksa, Granquist, and Wartemann were present. A Quorum was established.  Also present were Kevin Kaliszewski – Operator, Josh Snoe - Operator, Shelby Edmonds – Bookkeeper/General Manager, Josh Zientek– Attorney, Bill Blitch – Financial Adviser, and Mike Mathena – Engineer.

Mr. Kaliszewski discussed all operation details since the last meeting including leak issues and repairs made, the board was informed that the Ezee Invoices to Burke Plumbing have not been paid and that we would be reaching out to Ezee about this issue. Mr. Kaliszewski and Mr. Snoe spoke with the board about amending their duties and pay. 

A motion was made to amend Mr. Kaliszewski’s and Mr. Snoe’s duties and pay as outlined by Mr. Kaliszewski (the roles will essentially be swapped with Mr. Kaliszewski still being available for assistance and back up support), Mr. Kaliszewski will paid $1,880 and Mr. Snoe will be paid $2,212 by Director Maxwell, seconded by Director Stuksa and approved unanimously.
